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The Beaver Cyclocross is a new event in the County Calendar. 
 
This year the Beaver Cyclocross event will be open to individual Beavers to enter. 
 
The event will be made up of an obstacle course on a flat grass field.  It will contain some elements of agility, 
and some obstacles will incur a time penalty if not completed. 
 
Beavers will be allowed 2 timed attempts at the course – if time permits they may be allowed practice runs 
beforehand. 
 
On arrival please go directly to the bottom field for a bike check.  Because of the number of spectators and 
vehicles on the site - Bicycles must NOT be riden except on the course. 
 
Beavers need to register no later than 1:30PM with the organisers. 
Cost is £1.00/beaver – payable on the day at registration.

Parents or Leaders are required to stay and supervise the Beavers when they are not on the course.

1. All competitors MUST have road worthy bikes 

2. All competitors must be Beaver age – (ie aged over 5¾  and under 8) .

4. No adult help is allowed while racing (unless injured). If bike is damaged eg. chain comes off, the beaver
